(see pages 20-23). To operate, the user unlocks the unit and rotates the inner cabinet 180 degrees so that the rear of the mailboxes are facing the front (see
below). After distributing the mail, the inner cabinet is rotated back 180 degrees to the tenant access position. A matching rear cover (#3125) is available
as an option upon request. Heavy duty Rotary Mail Centers are ideal in locations where a secure and professional mailbox system is desired.
